I.Education Objectives

The Ph.D program in urban and rural planning has the following goals:

1. To provide systematic understanding of urban and regional planning theories, and to cultivate students to contribute to the theoretical advances in the related fields.

2. To prepare students to undertake original research through the formulation of research questions, use of research methods, and application of research design.
3. To encourage students to master at least one kind of foreign language, to be able to communicate internationally, to have a broad academic horizon and innovation ability.
4. To enable students to commit to teaching, researching, designing and managing in the worlds of social science, planning education, and national and international policy.

VI. Detailed requirements
1.Requirements for electives

 (1)  Limits for cross-disciplinary courses

Cross-disciplinary courses refer to courses outside primary urban and rural planning; students must attend all classes and take the final examination. Students must not select the same cross-disciplinary courses as they did in master studies.

(2)硕博连读研究生
Students should complete all credits for master’s degree first and then move on to the credits for Ph.D degree. Other requirements see related regulations for master’s degree. 

(3)  Ph.D candidates without a master’s degree

Students should publish at least one article before the fourth semester and at least three more articles before the final dissertation review. See related regulations for Ph.D candidates without a master degree. 

(4)以同等学力报考(未获硕士学位)博士生
See regulations for Ph.D candidates without a master’s degree. Students may apply for waivers in some courses.
2．Other related requirements 
(1) The advisor of the student is responsible for the student’s training and assessment.

(2) Mid-term examination

The student’s topic selection proposal should be completed before the fourth semester, the advisor will then assess the student’s work and determine whether the student can move to the next stage.

(3) Literature review and summary

The submission of literature reading and summary should correspond with research stages,  including 45 or more articles and a summary in no less than 10000 characters, reading articles includes at least 15 original foreign articles, and students should translate they key chapters of at least 5 articles.

(4) Seminar course
Seminar course is an important stage to train students’ comprehensive academic ability, each Ph.D candidate should hold an open seminar for twice in the field selected by their supervisor.

(5) Dissertation topic report

The report should include the following:
a) The origin and the significance of the topic

b) The research situation international trend for the topic


c) The research content and technical support for the topic 

d) The expected achievements in theory and practice

e) The expected results
f) Main references
(6) Mid-term report

Before writing the final dissertation, the student should report his/her work to the advisor team or relevant scholars or experts, and listen to their advices and questions. When the research results are approved, the students can began writing the final dissertation.

(7) Academic publications
See related regulations on academic publications.

 3．Dissertation review
(1) Pre review

When the doctoral dissertation is completed, the student should send it to the advisor and is then pre-reviewed by 3 other faculty members. The dissertation can be send to experts outside the university after the pre-review. 

(2) Blind review
After passing the blind review by 3 experts in relevant fields, the student is qualified for the final review of dissertation. More information, see related regulations on blind review.              

(3) Qualification for final dissertation review

Students should satisfy the following basic requirements in order to be qualified for final dissertation review:

a) To have completed all required credits

b) To have finished topic selection proposal

c) To have compeletd mid-term report

d) To have published required amount of articles in journals or conferences

e) To submit 2 copies of literature reading and seminar report
f) To have completed writing the doctoral dissertation 

g) To have passed the blind review

(4) Dissertation modification

The student should modify his/her dissertation according to the feedbacks from the blind review.

(5) Dissertation review

A Ph.D degree is awarded on completion of a written dissertation approved by the faculty supervisors of the thesis.
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
